AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF SAGINAW, TEXAS AMENDING
CHAPTER 10, “BUILDINGS AND BUILDING REGULATIONS,” OF THE
CODE OF ORDINANCES BY AMENDING ARTICLE XXIV “RENTAL
REGISTRATION AND INSPECTION PROGRAM” TO ESTABLISH
ADDITIONAL REGISTRATION AND INSPECTION REQUIREMENTS AND
ESTABLISHING RELATED FEES; PROVIDING THAT THIS ORDINANCE
SHALL BE CUMULATIVE OF ALL OTHER ORDINANCES; PROVIDING A
SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; PROVIDING FOR A SAVINGS CLAUSE;
PROVIDING A PENALTY CLAUSE; PROVIDING FOR PUBLICATION IN THE
OFFICIAL NEWSPAPER; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Saginaw, Texas is a home rule City acting under its Charter
adopted by the electorate pursuant to Article X1, Section 5 of the Texas Constitution and Chapter
9 of the Local Government Code; and

WHEREAS, the City of Saginaw, Texas has a substantial interest in protecting the
health, safety, welfare, and property of the occupants of rental dwelling units; and

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Saginaw in furtherance of this interest
previously adopted a registration and inspection program for rental dwelling units in the City;
and

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Saginaw now deems it necessary to amend
the registration and inspection program to establish additional registration and inspection
requirements and to establish related fees.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF SAGINAW, TEXAS:

SECTION 1.

Chapter 10 “Buildings and Building Regulations™ of the Code of Ordinances of the City
of Saginaw is hereby amended by repealing Article XXIV “Rental Registration and Inspection
Program™ in its entirety and replacing it with the following:

“ARTICLE XXIV. - RENTAL REGISTRATION AND INSPECTION PROGRAM
Sec. 10-611. - Purpose.
The purpose of this article is to safeguard the life, health, safety, welfare and

property of the occupants of rental dwelling units and the general public by establishing
a process to enforce the minimum building standards and property maintenance codes.
